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Northeast Corner Section 30, _
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NARRATIVE:

Boundary Consultants was retained by Austin Jensen to survey the
subject parcels.

This survey was carried out using a Trimble R8S GPS System, with ground
distances being determined by GEOID Model CONUS 12B @ height 5354.26
feet and no calibration. Basis of Bearing for this survey is Geodetic
NORTH as determined by GPS, or North 89°46°59” East 2649.73 feet,
measured, between the 2020 Weber County brass cap monument marking
the Northeast Corner of Section 30, Township 7 North, Range 1 East,
SLB&M and the 1980 BLM brass cap monument marking the North
Quarter Corner thereof.

When the Spring Mountain Ranchettes Subdivision was created in 1967 the
Quarter Corner common to Sections 19 and 30, was a 2" aluminum pipe
which was apparently set in 1963 by the Weber County Surveyor.

The Bureau of Land Management carried out a Dependant Re—survey of

/ Section 30 in 1980 where they found the original stone monument

i South 2219’ East 42 links of the Weber County Pipe. That 1963 pipe was
/ used in the creation of Spring Mountain Ranchettes in 1967. We have

/ located that pipe as depicted hereon and found the distance between

! that pipe and the Northeast Corner of Section 30 to closely match the

/ record distance depicted on the plat. We have made a thorough search

/ for original monumentation of Spring Mountain Ranchettes that fit the

/ dimensions given on the plat thereof with no real success. The plat does
\ not indicate what was set at the time of the plats creation. Other

! surveys that have been done in the area between 1991 to present

! purport that 3" rebar were set as part of the plat. We believe the only
definitive monumentation that can be identified as part of that plat are
the aforesaid section monuments. We have relied upon, held and used
those monuments to control our retracement of the subdivision and have
disregarded other rebar and pipe set by others as there is no definitive
evidence of their use in the layout of the subdivision. All of the surveys
we have considered in the course of this survey do not tie to found
section monuments with the exception of Record of Survey 662, certified
by Larry Buttars in 1991.

While our retracement may conflict with other surveys in the area we find
nothing detrimental to the adjoining parties in doing so as the adjoining
lots are not fenced and there are no clear lines of use or occupation.
